APALACHICOLA — A
judge set a new trial date
for an elderly German
womanaccused of drown-
ing her 5-year-old grand-
son in a bathtub because
the prosecution and de-
fense were unable to
agree on a plea deal Fri-
day.

Marianne Bordt is fac-
ing a possible death sen-
tence if convicted of first-
degree murder, although
that’s not considered like-
ly given her age, lack of a
prior record and other
factors.

Lawyers for the 73-
year-old woman from
Nufringen, Germany, say
she was legally insane in
January 2010, when Cam-
den Hiers was drowned

whilevacationingwithhis
grandparents in the Flori-
da Panhandle. They say
mental and physical inju-
ries Bordt suffered dur-
ing a World War II bomb-
ing raid contributed to
her alleged insanity.

Circuit Judge Angela
Dempsey said during a
brief hearing that shemet
privately with lawyers
who told her they couldn’t
reach a settlement.
Dempsey then set jury se-
lection to begin Oct. 24
with the trial to follow.

Trial had been initially
set for last month. Demp-
sey put it on hold to give
prosecutors more time to
prepare a response to
Bordt’s insanity defense.

Camden’s father, Da-
vid Hiers of suburban At-
lanta, and his parents, Bill
and Pat Hiers of Sharps-

burg, Ga., attended the
hearing. Pat Hiers held a
photo of Camden hoping
that Bordt would see it.

“It’s sohorrible forus,”
DavidHiers said after the
hearing. “We come here
every time to try to show
our support. The Hiers
are here asking for jus-
tice.”

The 53-year-old com-
puter software engineer
doesn’t want to see Bordt
get the death penalty but
wants a long prison term
so “she can think about
this the rest of her life.”

He said the prosecu-
tion offered a 30-year sen-
tence duringplea negotia-
tions but the defense re-
jected it. If Bordt is found
not guilty by reason of in-
sanity she would be com-
mitted to a mental hospi-
tal but couldbereleased if

doctors and a judge agree
she no longer is a danger
to herself or others.

DavidHiers said a trial
is the only way he will
learn what happened to
his only child and why.

He is skeptical,
though, that the October
trial will take place.
Dempsey ordered a post-
ponement last month
when Assistant State At-
torney Robin Myers
asked for additional time
after Assistant Public De-
fenderAndyThomas add-
ed a fourth mental health
expert to Bordt’s witness
list just days before the
prior trial date.

Bordt, who has short
gray hair and was wear-
ing a pink jacket, was es-
corted from the court-
room after the hearing
through a hallway about

20 feet from where the
Hiers were talking with
reporters. Bordt gave a
quick glance and Pat
Hiers started to hold up
the picture of Camden,
but put it down when her
son interceded.

“Mom, don’t, please,”
David Hiers said. “She al-
ready saw it.”

Bordt was returned to
Florida State Hospital in
Chattahoochee. Dempsey
is allowing her to stay
there rather than the
Franklin County Jail to
make sure she gets the
medication she needs to
remain competent to
stand trial. She initially
was declared incompe-
tent but her status
changedafterbeing treat-
ed at the hospital.

Hiers and Bordt’s
daughter, Karin, divorced

when their sonwasayear-
and-a-half old. They met
while he was working
temporarily in Germany.
She also lives in suburban
Atlanta.

Camden died on Jan. 4,
2010, in a rented beach
house on St. George Is-
land near Apalachicola.
His grandfather, Heinz
Bordt, had gone shopping
and returned to find his
wife soakingwet from the
neck down and wearing a
red jacketand longunder-
wear, authorities said.

He told a sheriff’s dep-
uty that she said she had
drowned Camden so he
wouldn’t “grow up in a di-
vorced home,” according
to a probable cause com-
plaint. He also said she
told him she then tried to
drown herself in the Gulf
of Mexico.

Recounts are re-
quired for any election
in which a candidate
wins by a margin of 0.5
percent or less.

Counties will have
until 3 p.m. on Sunday to
provide results from the
recount.

The races include a
Palm Beach County state
senate contest where
Rep. Jeff Clemens leads
Rep. Mack Bernard by
only 34 votes for the
Democratic nomination.

In the District 107
House Democratic pri-
mary, Rep. Barbara
Watson of Miami Gar-
dens leads John Patrick
Julien of NorthMiami
Beach by 26 votes.

Randy Johnson of
Sebring trailed Cary
Pigman of Avon Park by
31 votes in the House
District 55 Republican
primary covering parts
of St. Lucie, Okeechobee,
Highlands and Glades
counties.

Rescuers search
for worker after
roof collapse

MIAMI—Miami-
Dade rescuers are
looking for the body of
a worker who officials
believe fell 140 feet
into a silo containing
tightly packed cement
dust after a roof col-
lapse. Miami-Dade Fire
Rescue responded to a
call Friday morning
from the Titan Amer-
ica cement plant in

Medley.
A head count was

performed after the
collapse, and one worker,
58-year-old Pierre Mezi-
dor, was missing. The
Miami Herald reports
that rescuers brought
two 200-foot cranes and
a bucket lift to the fac-
tory Friday afternoon.

After exhausting all
search and rescue ef-
forts, Miami-Dade police
say the rescue switched
to a recovery and the
investigation was turned
over to the department’s
homicide bureau. Offi-
cials are trying to deter-
mine what caused the
roof collapse.

Fla. must figure out
what to dowith
early voting

Florida officials say
they want the state to
have one set of voting
standards for the up-
coming presidential
election. But the admini-
stration of Gov. Rick
Scott hasn’t decided yet
how to respond to a court
ruling that calls new
restrictions on early
voting a burden onmi-
norities. A federal court
in Washington D.C. ruled
late Thursday that
changes already in place
in most counties cannot
take effect in five Flori-
da counties covered by
federal voting laws. The
ruling raises the pros-
pect of having longer
early voting periods in
Tampa than in urban
areas such asMiami.
The state could appeal
the decision, or come up
with an alternative plan
to give the court.

VERACRUZ, Mexico —
Tropical Storm Helene
formed just offshore in
the southwestern Gulf of
Mexico on Friday, threat-
ening coastal areas of
eastern Mexico where
thousands of people are
still recovering from
flooding spawned byHur-
ricane Ernesto.

The National Hurri-
cane Center said aircraft
found the tropical storm
about 90 miles (145 kilo-
meters) east-southeast of
Tuxpan. It had maximum
sustainedwindsof45mph
and was moving north-
west at 7 mph (11 kph).

The storm’s centerwas
expected tomake landfall
Saturday in the northern
part of Veracruz, a lush
coastal state with hun-
dreds of towns and vil-
lages sitting along
streams and rivers that
can swell dangerously in
heavy rain. Many were
evacuated during Ernes-
to, which hit last week.

Mexico’s government
declared a state of emer-
gency in more than 100
population centers in Ve-
racruz and was providing
themwith emergencyaid.
The hurricane center said
Mexico had issued a trop-
ical storm warning along
theGulf coast fromBarra
de Nautla to La Cruz.

Helene was predicted
to bring 5 to 10 inches of
rain, with as many as 15
inches across northeast-
ern portions of Mexico. A
storm surge could raise
water levels by as much
as1to 2 feet abovenormal
along the immediatecoast
and to the north of where
landfall is made. Heavy
rain was expected in the
city of Tampico, an oil-re-
fining center and impor-
tant port in the southern-
most part of Tamaulipas
state.

Meanwhile, Portugal
issued a tropical storm
watch for the central and
eastern Azores islands as
Tropical Storm Gordon
moved eastward.
